HERITAGE DAYS, MAY 15 AND 16 
AT THE OLD CHURCH 

For the first time, the Corrales Historical Society will open the church for Heritage Day exhibits and events on both 
Saturday and Sunday.  The Sunday schedule is only in the afternoon (1-4) p.m. to allow for the traditional morning mass 
for San Ysidro to be held in front  of the old church.  Organizers hope that  visitors to the San Ysidro Fiesta booths and 
activities at  the new San Ysidro Church will walk over to the Old Church and view the exhibits and participate in the 
activities there.
 In addition to a display of archival materials, including old maps, historic photographs, and genealogical 
information, there will two one-time special events.   The recently published photographic history of Corrales will be for 
sale; author Mary Davis will be available to sign copies.  And there will be a special exhibit prepared by Archives 
Committee member Stan Betzer on the Alameda Land Grant featuring the history of the grant and its importance to 
Corrales residents.  2010 is the 300th anniversary of the conveyance of the grant to Francisco Montes Vigil.  
 Also on display will be formal photographs of several Corrales long time residents taken by Carmen Martinez 
Tittman and accompanied by newly prepared biographies of the subjects, information on the over 20 recorded burials 
under the old church floor, a special exhibit  on lesser-known buildings or demolished buildings in the village and a model 
of how the acequia system works with a map of the Corrales acequia system.
 There will be tours of the San Ysidro cemetery coupled with a new brochure on the cemetery and showings of the 
new video on the history of the Old San Ysidro Church until it  was desanctified and the popular video about agriculture 
Corrales.

HISTORY OF THE CORRALES COMMUNITY LIBRARY 
AND FRIENDS OF THE CORRALES LIBRARY 

The Corrales Community Library first opened its doors to the public with an Open House in March, 
1957.  Prior to that time efforts had been made to raise money to start a library.  A Friends of the 
Corrales Library (FOCL) group was formed, and members donated money and books.  Bake sales and 
coffees were held to encourage contributions.

 The biggest  project to raise money for a library was the first  Casa Tour held in 1955.  In its early days, the library 
covered expenses such as supplies, utilities and maintenance with funds netted from the Casa Tours, bridge and canasta 
games, and sales of donated books at  the annual village fiesta on San Ysidro Day.  Money acquired through any of the 
fund-raising activities was turned over to the FOCL organization which administered these funds to support the library.
 In the early days there was no school library so the community library was started by Mr. and Mrs. Judson Owens 
for the benefit of the children of Corrales.  The first books were all childrenÕs books and the library served children 
exclusively.  In the fall of 1966, a school library was established so the children could use it as well.  The Corrales Library 
then began buying best sellers to build up adult readership.
 The Village of Corrales was incorporated in May, 1971, and the library was established under Village ordinance.  
The land for the old library building was leased from the Albuquerque Public Schools, and the Village owned the 
building.
 A new Friends of the Corrales Library group was formed in May of 1977 to promote interest in the library.  Funds 
were raised for the support  of the library through special projects.  As the library badly needed a new building, the FOCL 
BoardÕs first project was to obtain a grant to assist  in the building project.  At  that  time, no funds for construction were 
available.  Thankfully Mr. Jerry Torr, an architect living in Corrales, kindly donated his services by drawing up the plans 
and being in charge of construction.  The FOCL organized the building effort, and the library was constructed almost 
entirely by local volunteer labor.  It opened on October 7, 1979.
 Presently, the library continues to be an active community center with a staff of four and over 50 volunteers.  The 
library serves an average of 3400 patrons a month. The 43 teen and childrenÕs programs in 2009 had over 2000 
participants. Circulation of media (DVDÕs, audio books, and CDÕs) borrowed from the library average 1400 monthly.  
Popular new adult programs have been added in 2010. Several community nonprofit boards and a very successful knitting 
group also meet in the library monthly. 
 FOCL supports the programs and services the library offers with a budget raised from memberships, book sales 
and other community events. FOCL is hoping for a record membership year in 2010. The Village of Corrales will 
designate April as FOCL month in the village and special community activities at the library will be sponsored by FOCL 
during the month. We ask all village residents to support the library and help us continue the quality programs and 
services it offers. 
 BE A FRIEND and join FOCL in its support of this historic gem of a library. Corrales can be very proud of the 
many years this library has served our community.

SIX BUILDINGS NOW ON THE NEW MEXICO 
HISTORIC REGISTER

The Teofilo Perea House, 4829 Corrales Road, was listed on the State Register 
of Cultural Properties in February, 2010.  The nomination stated that  it was 
significant as Òan excellently preserved example of New Mexico Territorial 
architecture, one of the best  in the Albuquerque areaÓ and for its Òassociation 
with the growth and development of Corrales as home to two families - the 
Pereas and the Lienaus - who played a notable role in the life of the village.Ó 
The structure had been a 19th century social gathering place (dance hall, 
reception center), the early Sandoval County courthouse, well as a mid-20th 
century social and art center and local exemplar of historic building renovation.

The property is the seventh one in Corrales to be placed on the historic register.  The others are the old San Ysidro Church, 
Casa San Ysidro, the Alejandro Gonzales House,--4499 Corrales Road, the Cristobal Martinez House,--4607 Corrales 
Road, Perea Hall, also at 4607 Corrales Road, and an archeological site, Pueblo Corrales.

The Elias Martinez Farmhouse, 4655 Corrales Road, will be considered for 
the historic register by the State Cultural Properties Review Committee on 
April 9th.  This house was nominated as a rare well-preserved example of 
vernacular New Mexican farm houses built  during the 19th century and 
modestly expanded in the early 20th century and for its association with the 
Martinez family, a long-time farming family in Corrales.

There are no restrictions placed on properties listed on the State Register 
of Cultural Properties.  Regulations guiding building renovation are only 
in effect when an owner takes the state tax credits available for approved 
renovation work.
